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If you’re looking to get to the bottom 
of  large heating bills in the winter, 
you may want to start at the top.

Then, if  there’s snow on the roof  
the bottom layer of  it will melt first, caus-
ing the water to pool around gutters and 
re-freeze. 

Fortunately, said Carroll, there’s an easy 
way to stop losing money on heating bills 
if  a drafty attic is the problem. He recom-
mends blown-in insulation, a process that 
takes less than a day and virtually no prep 
time.
